Schoharie Future Business Leaders of America (FBLA)
held a ribbon cutting ceremony on October 1st to mark
the grand opening of the Schoharie Valley Branch of First
New York Federal Credit Union. The branch will be open
every Thursday while school is in session and is open to
Schoharie students, faculty, and staff.

The branch is student operated by 12 FBLA members
who completed teller training in September. The mem-
bers rotate through the various jobs involved in the
branch, including teller, new accounts specialist, and
customer service.

The branch was started in an effort to teach SCS stu-
dents financial literacy skills and to encourage savings at
a young age. The FBLA chap-
ter will run the branch and
organize workshops to pres-
ent to classes on financial
topics ranging from credit
cards to buying a car.

Chapter members are also
organizing marketing cam-
paigns to open new accounts
and encourage savings.
During the month of October,
the credit union will deposit
$5 into any new account that
is opened, making it free to
open an account. All new
accounts during October will
also be entered in a drawing to
win an iPod Nano. Starting in
November, the branch will

sponsor a Junior High Five campaign and a Senior
Five campaign. This will give junior high students
and seniors the opportunity to open an account
for free anytime during the year.

Students are also rewarded for depositing money
in their accounts each week that the branch is
open. Students receive one point for every $5
they deposit, to a maximum of 5 points per week.
Points can be redeemed for prizes, such as gift
certificates and prom tickets.
